2. Increase our presence and advocacy in Washington, by working more closely with the newly formed Stateside Coalition, including the National Governor's Association, the National Association of State Park Directors, the National Recreation and Park Association and the National Association of Resource Recreation Planners. 

3. Work to broaden the Stateside Coalition  from organizations that benefit from stateside grants, including but not limited to, Conference of Mayors, the National Association of Counties, the National Conference of State Legislators and health advocates like the Convergence Partnership.

4. Ensure new proposals for the changing the requirements of State Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan meet our needs by working with the National Park Service on their implementation.

5. Provide ongoing training and information    to our members for better administration of the program.
