Prepare next NASORLO yearly  budget proposal and approve



NASORLO Board meeting to review and recommend action to the Membership



**Congress finalizes the remaining appropriations bills



** Federal agencies receive their proposed budgets back from OMB and are allowed to 


appeal OMB decision during this time.  After the appeal, a decision is reached by OMB. 


 ( Once this is known by advocates, there is significant communications going on in the 

DC corridors about special projects, shifting funds to address shortfalls created by 


OMB and DOI.  The Stateside Partners need to be significantly engaged in this process 


at this time) 
October      
 ** Current Federal Budget ends and a new one begins.  The next budget is under wraps 


until the President announces it in the following January.

one more appeal.

**Appeals to OMB on budget from agencies are heard and the final Administration
