Option 1:   Historic Dubuque--Iowa's Oldest City
Journey back through Dubuque's historic past and experience the "mass transportation" used by the inhabitants of the late 1800s--the Horse-Drawn Streetcar.   This narrated tour of Iowa's oldest city will take you to historic districts including First Square Mile, Cable Car Square, Ice Harbor and Mississippi River Front, Victorian Mansions and Mansion Row, and other buildings on the National Historic Register.  You'll want to enjoy the old fashioned hand dipped ice cream parlor and candy shop at Cable Car Square, as well as the art, pottery, antique and gifts shops you'll find.  While you're there, you can take a ride on the world's shortest, steepest scenic railway with its breathtaking view of historic Dubuque, the Mississippi River and three states.  $25; comfortable clothes, walking shoes, sunglasses, sunscreen, camera and spending money recommended.
 
Option 2:   Zipline Adventure
Get ready to fly over hills and bluffs, treetops and ridges on the Dubuque Sky Tours nine zip lines.  Sky Tours is located in the historic Union Park, built during the hey day of the railroad before the advent of automobiles.  In addition to the natural areas, at one time the park boasted The Mammoth Theater (advertised as the largest in the West), a dance pavilion, an Olympic-sized swimming pool said to hold 2,000 bathers, and a roller skating rink.  The park is now owned by the Dubuque Community YMCA.   You can step off a 45-foot tower into thin air and soar over a valley and creek before landing on solid ground, and ride the 2-line side-by-side across the valley floor for more than 800 feet.  Nine lines in all, the tour also includes a guided hike through wooded hillsides and the ruins of historic Union Park.  If time allows, you can also explore the beautiful Dubuque Arboretum adjacent to the park.  $45; comfortable clothes, walking shoes, sunglasses, sunscreen, camera recommended.
 
WEDNESDAY EXCURSIONS—8:30 a.m. – 11:30 a.m.
 Option 1:  Up Close and Personal with the Fish
The Mississippi River is host to a diversity of fish, mussels and bird life.  Join the Iowa Department of Natural Resources Fisheries staff on the river to survey and view the fish up close and personal, using different methods of netting and shocking.  The mussels and native fish populations have changed over time as the Mississippi has changed.  Learn about the river’s natural resource history, restoration projects and current challenges.  $10; boating clothes including a raincoat or jacket if necessary, tennis or water shoes, sunglasses, hat, sunscreen and waterproof camera recommended.  Life jackets will be supplied.
 
Option 2:  Is this Heaven?—Bicycling the Heritage Trail
The baseball movie “Field of Dreams” was filmed in Dyersville Iowa, where the ball field is still maintained.  We’ll start in Dyersville, just a short distance from Dubuque, and ride our bicycles on the beautiful Heritage Trail for 12 slightly downhill miles to end up at Graf Park along the Little Maquoketa Creek.  A naturalist will accompany us and relate Iowa’s past history as a shallow sea, and lead us to a cephalopod deposit just south of the park where fossil hunting is allowed.  $20; comfortable biking clothing and shoes, sunglasses, sunscreen, camera recommended.  Bikes, helmets and fossil collecting equipment will be supplied.

THURSDAY EXCURSIONS—8:30 a.m. – 4:30 p.m.
 Option 1:  Step Back in Time—Galena, IL
Nestled in the valley on the other side of the Mississippi River, Galena boasts carefully preserved 19th century buildings, including the fully restored home of  President U. S. Grant.  The Galena Historic District encompasses 85% of the city, and includes more than 1,000 properties.  Take the narrated horse-drawn Galena Trolley Tour of this river town and its beautiful vistas.  Stroll down Main Street with its art galleries, antique stores and eclectic boutique shops.  Other historic buildings to tour include the Belvidere Mansion and Dowling House, the oldest stone structure in the State of Illinois.  Outstanding restaurants abound for lunch on your own.  $25; comfortable clothes and walking shoes, sunglasses and sunscreen, camera and spending money recommended.
 Option 2:  Paddle the Mississippi under Your Own Steam
After a short safety course, we’ll canoe down the Mississippi River in the company of a naturalist, a river historian and several experienced paddlers.  First stop will be the Mines of Spain State Park and Recreation Area, where the Mesquakie Indians were the earliest known inhabitants.  The Mesquakie carried on a fur trade with French voyagers, and worked the lead mines for many decades, dating back before the Revolutionary War.  Julien Dubuque is credited as being the first European to settle on what is now Iowa soil.  We’ll eat lunch at the E.B. Lyons Interpretive Center, and “Julien Dubuque” himself will tell us his story.  We’ll continue down the river for bird watching, beautiful scenery, and a discussion of the balance between navigation and recreation on the river.  $20; boating clothes including a raincoat or jacket if necessary, shoes for canoeing and walking, sunglasses, hat, sunscreen and waterproof camera recommended.  Canoes and lifejackets will be supplied.
