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2016 Key Priorities
· Urge Congress to restore the balance in the state/federal LWCF allocation providing long-term certainty and stability for a program benefiting every state

· Specifically, seek longer term Program authorization beyond the current three year period, and, seek at least 45% of LWCF apportionments for the state and local park development and acquisition – originally established as the Stateside Assistance Program

· Emphasize the value of LWCF investments in communities

· Expand the LWCF stateside coalition

· Advocate for federal administrative program sustainability ( increased staff and funding for NPS program )

· Strengthen the NASORLO-NPS relationship to better meet programmatic challenges, improve program efficiency/productivity 

· Hold an Annual Program & Meeting in Detroit, Michigan focused on LWCF knowledge transfer

· Recruit and retain key NASORLO members for the Board and Executive Committee

· Evaluate website usage and make timely information uploads and improvements

· Secure funding for completion of the LWCF Atlas with a publicly accessible/user friendly interface

· Improve LWCF training for NASORLO member
