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Land and Water Conservation Fund Benefits to Local Parks

1.  LWCF - Since 1967 one of the Nation's most successful partnership programs – It generated in excess of $7 billion dollars in investments in state and local parks in over 40,000 park projects.  

2. All funds are matched 1 for 1 for outdoor recreation grants to provide citizens with parks and recreation areas in close to home locations.

3. Most every community in the Nation has at least one LWCF project in their park or schools.

4.  Parks backed by LWCF are forever places. They will always be available for outdoor recreation as projects require federal protection and public access in perpetuity. 

5.  LWCF has been essential in the revitalization of cities, improvements in health and quality of life, in providing places for active lifestyles, contributed to consumer and tourism spending  and has created jobs at the local, state and national level.  
6.  Recent research has shown the value of increasing state grants for meeting the outdoor recreation needs of the community.
