                 State Positions on LWCF State Assistance Program

National Association of State Outdoor Recreation Liaison Officers – we are organized state and territorial officials, appointed by our Governors serving as liaisons to the federal government in the administration of and advocacy for the LWCF State Assistance Program.  
Background: LWCF State Assistance Program

52+ year local-state-federal collaboration investing in local and state outdoor recreation.
Over 46,000 state and local grants awarded; $7B in LWCF State Assistance LWCF equally matched; investments meet local and state close to home park and outdoor facilities needs. 
Sites with LWCF support are instrumental in city/urban renewal, tourism, creating healthy lifestyles, improved quality of life, and job creation nationwide. 
The initial 60% LWCF set aside for State Assistance Grants was deleted. State Assistance has seen as low as 10% of the total distribution.  
Ongoing operation, maintenance and assurance of public access to LWCF supported sites and facilities are the responsibility of the state and local partners.  LWCF is not used for stewardship functions. 
Positions: 

We encourage the investment in the LWCF, especially as it relates to the State Assistance Program.  A key purpose of the LWCF Act was to help preserve, develop, and assure universal access to outdoor recreation facilities, and to provide recreation and strengthen the health of U.S. citizens in close to home venues.  
We support full and dedicated funding for LWCF State Assistance. As States’ representatives we understand how Americans will benefit greatly from a vibrant and dynamic State Assistance Program. 
We seek to establish equity distribution of LWCF State Assistance with the federal share of the program.

We urge Congress to:  

· Support the Senate recommendation of $110 M for State Assistance in the FY18 Budget.

· Support continuing the innovative “Outdoor Recreation Legacy Partnership Program (ORLPP)

· Ensure the GOMESA allocations to LWCF State Assistance continue

· Support LWCF reauthorization with equity between the State Assistance and federal allocations.
