· Stateside Administrative Funding - allow up to 10% annual apportionment to be used in supporting direct and indirect costs of state side program management.
· Conversions / Stewardship

· Establish a 6(f)(3) boundary advisory committee to assist NPS in resolving issues surrounding indistinct, incomplete or absent boundaries on existing LWCF assisted projects.  (NPS maintains full authority in final determinations)
· Delegate authority to states to resolve small conversions and temporary non-conforming use.

· Establish a 180-day time limit for NPS action on submitted conversions.  If no action taken within that period, states will have full authority to resolve conversions and report outcomes to NPS.

· SCORP – Extend periodicity of SCORP revision requirements from five (5) years to ten (10) years.

· Reduce match requirement to 20% over the next five years to promote greater access to funds and further promote economic recovery.
· Assure notice of apportionment in a timely fashion and or extend eligibility of funds from three(3) years to five (5) years to further enable access to and allocation of available funds.
