Following are the brief notes I took from the NW SW Breakout sessions - Randy Kittle.

 

Staffing issues at the state level. Need additional FTE, states limit additional FTE. Admin $ could help fund staffing to administer. Lack of budget dollars to travel to make site visits.
 
NPS delays to project approval. Streamline process on NPS side to see project approval so the project sponsor can work toward completion. NPS staff remoteness from states, tribal consultation extended times (need to get back to the 30 day consultation), need to streamline grant approval process. Concern about needing to have Tribal & clearance process completed before submitting project, this slows the time for project approval.
 
Timing for new grant dollars and the ability to open grant cycle and award project funding. Perpetuity is concern to applicants and can hinder the number of applications. Applicants might withdraw once perpetuity is understood. Time restrictions on matching funds don’t match with program requirements and can be lost before NPS approves the project.
